The Estate General is held for all the estates to meet and voice their dissatisfaction with the government

The Tennis Court Oath forms a new government in France

The National Assembly is formed

The Bourgeoisie, or middle class, is formed in France

The Bastille is raided for weapons to defend the National Assembly and destroyed

A new social contract, the Declaration of the Rights of Man and Citizen is formed by the National Assembly and signed by King Louis
A Constitutional Monarchy, where the King shares power with the National Assembly, is formed

The National Assembly declares war on Austria and Prussia

King Louis is charged with treason, or conspiring against the new government, and is arrested

King Louis is put on trial and found guilty of treason.

King Louis is executed!!

The National Convention, a new French Republic, is formed and the Constitutional Monarchy is ended
Britain and Spain join Austria and Prussia in the war against France

The Jacobin club, led by Maximillean Robespierre, assumes political control of the National Convention

Speaking out against the new government (freedom of speech) is outlawed by The Jacobin club

40,000 people are executed by the guillotine during the Reign of Terror!! 

Maximillian Robespierre, leader of the Jacobin Club and Committee of Public Safety, is executed by the guillotine, ending the Reign of Terror
The Directory, a form of government with 5 individuals leading, is formed
Young General, Napolean Bonaparte, rises through the military ranks quickly 

Napolean leads a military campaign in Egypt against Britain
Napolean leads a coup d’ etat, overthrowing the Directory government
Napolean declares himself Emperor for life
Napoleon creates the Napoleonic Code, a system of laws
Napoleon conquers most of Europe, and invades Russia.
The Russians surprise attack Napoleon’s forces, and, amidst a Russian winter, he is defeated.

Napoleon is exiled to Elba in the Mediterranean Sea.

Napoleon returns to France and takes over again!

Napoleon is defeated by the British at Waterloo.

He is exiled a 2nd and final time to the island of St. Helena.
